She is the author of Knit and Crochet with Beads, The Urban Knitter, and 
Mosaic Magic, and she has written the “On Designing” column for Knitter’s 
Magazine and the annual “Focus on Fibers” report for Knit ‘n Style. Lily 
also is the reigning champion fastest crocheter in the world, a title she 

defended in October 2004 at the world championships in London.
