Lace Dress, by Lily M. Chin, Experienced


Close-fitting, Allover Lace Dress with Interior Shaping and Set-in Sleeves


Shown in size Medium





Sizes:  To fit X-tra Small (Small, Medium, Large, 1X, 2X)





Knitted Measurements:


Bust 30 (33, 36, 39, 42, 45)”


Length 37 (37.5, 38, 38.5, 39, 39.5)”


A. Hem = 42 (45, 48, 51, 54, 57)”


B. Bust = 30 (33, 36, 39, 42, 45)”


C. Back Cross-Shoulder Width = 12.5 (12.5, 12.5, 15.5, 15.5, 18.5)”


D. Back Neck = 6.5 (6.5, 6.5, 7.75, 7.75, 8.25) ”


E. Each Shoulder = 3 (3, 3, 3.875, 5.125)”


F. Armhole Length = 7 (7.5, 8, 8.5, 9, 9.5)”


G. Front Neck Depth = 4”


H. Back Neck Depth = 1”


I. Hem to Waist = 22.5”


J. Waist to Underarm = 7.5”


K. Wrist = 9 (9, 9, 9, 12, 12)”


L. Upperarm = 12 (13.5, 15, 17.5, 18, 19.5)”


M. Sleeve Length = 16 (15.5, 15, 15, 15, 15)”


N. Sleeve Cap Length = 5 (5.5, 6.5, 5.5, 6, 5)”





Materials:


5 (6, 6, 7, 8, 9) - 1.75oz/50g skeins (each approx 137yds/125m) of Lily Chin Signature Collection/ “Greenwich Village” (18% mohair, 60% nylon, 22% acrylic) in # 5665 Cranberry.


24” circular size 10.5 needles OR SIZE TO OBTAIN GAUGE


Double-pointed needles of same size as above


Stitch Markers





Gauge: 15 sts and 16 rows = 4” in St st AFTER STEAM BLOCKING. and “hung.”  (NOTE:  steaming relaxes fabric, infuses more drape and enlarges gauge).


One 10-st repeat = 3”and one 6-row repeat = 1.5” in Lace Pattern AFTER STEAM BLOCKING and “hung.” (see above).





Stitches and Abbreviations Used:


sk2psso = slip 1 as if to k, k 2 tog, pass slipped st over for double dec.


ssp = slip, slip, purl or left-slanting dec worked from WS.





Note:  Body is worked circularly in the round, then Front and Back Armholes are worked back and forth separately.  Sleeves are worked circularly in the round, then Cap is worked back and forth.  All dec’s are fully fashioned, that is 1 or 2 sts from the ends.  Dec’s at beg of row are k2togs and at end of rows are ssk.








Instructions:





	BODY:


With circular ndls, cast on 144 (152, 164, 172, 184, 192) sts, join in circle being careful not to twist, mark beg/end of rnds with st marker.  Begin Lace Pattern in the round according to your size completing chart for Back at end, then rep chart for Front - there are 1 (5, 1, 5, 1, 5) stockinette sts at underarms between Back and Front Lace Patterns.  Work until 17 rows total have been completed.  Shape Back by * working first 15 (17, 15, 17, 15, 17) sts of chart, pm, begin dart dec pattern over next sts as marked, pm, work 2 (2, 3, 3, 4, 4) 10-st reps as marked, pm, begin dart dec pattern over next sts as marked, pm, then work remaining 16 (18, 16, 18, 16, 18) sts of chart, rep from * for Front.  Complete chart to dec for dart fully, then work in Lace Pattern as per rows 1 through 6 in the round for another 30 rows or until piece meas 22.5” or 119 rows total have been completed, ending with a rnd 5 of pattern.  There are 104 (112, 124, 132, 144, 152) sts.





Shape Armholes:


Next Row [RS]- K across and bind off 1 (3, 5, 3, 5, 3) sts at beg of row, k until 49 (49, 51, 59, 61, 69) sts total have been worked, bind off next 3 (7, 11, 7, 11, 7) sts for other underarm, k until 49 (49, 51, 59, 61, 69) sts total have been worked, bind off rem 2 (4, 6, 4, 6, 4) sts.  End off yarn.


	Back Armhole:


Next Row [RS]- With RS facing, attach yarn to beg of Back.  Following Armhole Chart, dec 1 st at each end this row and every other row 2 (2, 3, 2, 3, 2) times total while maintaining Lace Patt.


Work even in Lace Patt until piece meas 6 (6.5, 7, 7.5, 8, 8.5)” from beg armhole shaping, end ready to work a WS row.


	Shape Neck:


Work across first 12 (12, 12, 15, 15, 19) sts, bind off next center 21 (21, 21, 25, 25, 27) sts, work to end. Join separate ball of yarn to other shoulder and working both sides at same time, dec ea neck edge on next RS row and every other row 2 times total while maintaing patt.  Bind off rem 10 (10, 10, 13, 13, 17) sts.





	Front Armhole:


Work as for Back Armhole until piece meas 3 (3.5, 4, 4.5, 5, 5.5)” from beg armhole shaping, end ready to work a WS row.


	Shape Neck:


Work across first 17 (17, 17, 20, 20, 24) sts, bind off next center 11 (11, 11, 15, 15, 17) sts, work to end. Join separate ball of yarn to other shoulder and working both sides at same time, dec ea neck edge on next RS row and every other row 7 times total while maintaining patt.  Bind off rem 10 (10, 10, 13, 13, 17) sts.








SLEEVES


Cast on 32 (32, 32, 32, 42, 42) sts and distribute evenly onto dpn’s, join being careful not to twist and mark beg/end of rnds.


Beg Lace Chart according to your size and inc at beg of rnd and before last st of rnd every 10th rnd 5 (0, 0, 0, 0, 0) times, every 8th rnd 0 (4, 0, 0, 0, 0) times, every 6th rnd 0 (3, 6, 2, 6, 2) times, then every 4th rnd 0 (0, 4, 10, 4, 10) times, incorporating inc’ed sts into patt.


Work even on 42 (46, 52, 56, 62, 66) sts until sleeve meas 16 (15.5, 15, 15, 15, 15)”, ending with an odd # rnd of pattern.


Next Row [RS]- K across and bind off 1 (3, 5, 3, 5, 3) sts at beg of row, k until 39 (39, 41, 49, 51, 59) sts total have been worked, bind off rem 2 (4, 6, 4, 6, 4) sts.  End off yarn.


	Cap:


Next Row [RS]- With RS facing, attach yarn to beg of rnd, dec on this row and every other row 9 (10, 12, 5, 8, 3) times total, then every row 3 (3, 3, 13, 9, 15) times, bind off rem 15 (13, 11, 13, 17, 23) sts.








FINISHING:


	Block by gently steaming and stretching out slightly on a smooth, flat surface but DO NOT touch hot surface of iron to piece.  Instead, you may place a handkerchief or light towel over piece and v-e-r-y lightly press just a bit.  Allow to dry thoroughly.


	Sew shoulder seams, s
